Origin of Father’s Day

The campaign to celebrate
the nation’s fathers did not
meet with the same enthu-
siasm—perhaps because, as
one florist explained,
“fathers haven’t the same
sentimental appeal that
mothers have.” On July 5,
1908, a

West Virginia church
sponsored the nation’s first

event explicitly in honor of
fathers, a Sunday sermon
in memory of the 362 men
who had died in the previ-
ous December’s explo-
sions at the Fairmont Coal
Company mines in Mo-
nongah, but it was a one-
time commemoration and
not an annual holiday. The
next year, a woman
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and vegetation that sur-
vive in water, including
amphibians.

Industrial Waste: Industries
produce huge amount of
waste which contains toxic
chemicals and pollutants
which can cause air pollu-
tion and damage to us and
our environment.
